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PERSONNEL COSTS HIGHER IN AMSD DISTRICTS

Labor costs, whether in the private or public sector, are significantly higher in the metropolitan area. The average
hourly wage in the metro area runs up to 30 percent higher than in other regions of the state. As the chart below
shows, the same is true for teacher salaries and other staff employed by school districts. Minnesota's education
funding formula does not recognize this cost differential, making metro school districts heavily reliant on voter-
approved operating referenda to cover higher personnel costs.
