ESSER | Update

Minnesota schools have spent about 31% of their ESSER funds. A few key factors
to point out.

* Schools have until 9/30/22 to spend these funds.

 May 1, 2021 was the deadline for submitting an application for ESSER or
GEER funds. Funds not encumbered through an application will be
considered declined and reallocated

* ESSER/GEER | funds must be obligated by May 21°t or go back to USDOE.
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Child Nutrition State Grants

Minnesota’s State Allocation: $160,263,207

Purpose: Additional funding to cover the reimbursable meal costs of National School
Lunch/Breakfast, Special Milk, Child and Adult Care Food and Summer Food Service Programs, in
anticipation of there being more need.

Status:
e All funds were spent as of October 27, 2020, for meals provided by September 30, 2020.

* Funds were used to reimburse schools for the Summer Food Service Program.
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Library Services and Technology Act (LSTA) Grants to States

Minnesota’s State Allocation: $509,589

Purpose: To prevent, prepare for, and respond to coronavirus (COVID 19), including to expand digital
network access, purchase internet accessible devices, and provide technical support services.

Status:

e 7 grants were awarded for the purpose of expanding access to the internet, supporting digital
inclusion, educational activities, providing job search and career development and other
resources for public libraries and public library patrons during the COVID-19 pandemic.

e $82,250 has been spent to date, all funds are allocated to grantees.

 The grants awarded can be spent through September 30, 2021. We are working with grantees to
ensure spending.
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Head Start and Early Head Start

Minnesota’s Allocation: $10,390,096

Purpose: Federal funds were made available through The Office of Head Start for one-time
supplemental funding awarded to existing Head Start grantees. Head Start grantees can use these
funds to operate supplemental summer programs and/or repurpose funds for other one-time
activities related to COVID-109.

Status:

$10,390,096 was awarded to 45 HeadStart entities across the state.
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Coronavirus Relief Funds (CRF)

MDE’s Allocation: $244,800,000

Purpose: Two areas of support were offered to the schools:

e Operational costs such as cleaning and screening supplies, PPE and transportation costs.

e Supporting student, family and educator needs such as:

Change from CRRSA EANS — must be allocated only to schools who enroll a significant
percentage of low-income students and are most impacted by the qualifying
emergency. CRRSA funding was just to prioritize based on that.

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Special Education Funds

Minnesota’s Allocation: $52,415,763

Funds are intended to support early intervention and special education services
for infants, toddlers, children and youth with disabilities and their families.

Minnesota’s Allocation: Unknown at this time

Operators of National School Lunch, breakfast, and eligible child care facilities
are eligible for reimbursement of administrative costs of capturing eligibility
information from students and schools.

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Head Start/Early Head Start

Minnesota Allocation: Approx. $11.75 million

Purpose: For Minnesota Head Start/Early Head Start programs to continue
mitigation strategies while operating during the COVID-19 pandemic. These
funds can address:

kindergarten, with disabilities or experiencing food or housing insecurities.

next.

* GEER Il is being distributed through the Governor’s Support of School age care and youth programming now for use this
summer.

*  90% has been loaded and will be available for budgeting by the end of May.
* Thereis no requirement to spend the ESSER Il funds before the ESSER Il funds.
* 9.5% funding has not yet been approved for spending by the legislature.
